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APPELLANT’S MOTION FOR A 45-DAY EXTENSION OF TIME, UNTIL
AUGUST 11, 2016, TO FILE APPELLANT’S REPLY BRIEF

Pursuant to U.S. Vet. App. R. 26(b), the appellant respectfully requests a 45-day
extension of time, until August 11, 2016, to file the appellant’s reply brief. But for this
motion, the appellant’s reply brief is due to be filed with the Clerk of the Court on June
27, 2016, with consideration to Rule 26(a) and Rule 31(a)(1)(B). In the case to date, the
Court has granted the appellant one 45-day extension of time to file his brief and has
granted the Secretary one 45-day extension of time to file the appellee’s brief.
