APPELLANT'S UNOPPOSED MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE
CORRECTED BRIEF

          Pursuant to U.S. Vet. App. Rule 26(b), Appellant, Chad Casey, respectfully

moves this Court for leave to file an amended opening brief out of time.  In

reviewing the Record of Proceedings filed by the Secretary on September 8, 2016,

Appellant discovered that three of the RBA pages cited in his opening brief, and

included in the ROP, contained treatment records for a different Veteran.  These

treatment records were included in Mr. Casey’s RBA, but pertain to another

Veteran.
